Welcome address 

CEGSS meeting was opened by the president of CEGSS Steering Committee, Bogusłav Buszewski. He welcomed the Steering Committee members and read the letters of apology of Živoslav TESIČ and Milan Hutta, the Steering Committee members who could not be present. He has expressed the gratitude and the appreciation to the chairmen of the 25th ISSS Symposium, Joanna Kałużna-Czaplińska and Rafał Głowacki, from the Łódź University of Technology and to their co-workers for organizing this symposium. The vote of thanks was supported by all Steering Committee members. Bogusłav Buszewski presented the agenda of the CEGSS meeting which was unanimously accepted and further he chaired the meeting. The discussions and the decisions taken during this meeting are summarized below.
2.
Acceptance of the Jasná – High Tatras Minutes 
The minutes of the last CEGSS Steering Committee meeting held on June 19th, 2018, in Jasná, Slovakia, during the 24th ISSS Symposium, chaired by Milan Hutta and Dušan Berek, were presented by Dušan Berek and were unanimously accepted.
3.
Address and CEGSS Award 2019 to Milan Hutta 

Bogusłav Buszewski addressed the congratulations of the Steering Committee to Milan Hutta, the chairman of the 24th ISSS held in Jasná, for the successful organization of the symposium (http://www.isss2018.sk) and awarded him with the 2019 CEGSS Medal and Diploma. On behalf of the CEGSS Steering Committee, he presented the regret for his absence due to illness and wished him speedy recovery and good health. The award was given to Dušan Berek for transfer it to Milan Hutta.
Also, on behalf of the CEGSS Steering Committee, Bogusłav Buszewski awarded Professor Zygfryd Witkiewicz from the Institute of Chemistry of the Military University of Technology in Warsaw, Poland, for the “Five-Language Chromatography Dictionary” (English, German, Polish, Russian, and Ukrainian) with the 2019 CEGSS Award Medal and Diploma. This publication is a unique one because it combines the function of a specialized vocabulary on chromatography with the tasks of a translation dictionary.

4.
Short report regarding the 24th ISSS’2018 
A short report of the 24th International Symposium on Separation Sciences held in Jasná has been presented by Dušan Berek, the symposium co-chairman. 
Symposium was attended by more than 180 participants, from 21 countries, including representatives of 8 exhibiting companies. The scientific program included 54 podium presentations, with 6 plenary and 16 invited lectures from speakers from renowned academic and research institutions, and 118 posters presented in two sessions which were published in the Proceeding of Abstracts (210 pages) by the Department of Analytical Chemistry, Faculty of Natural Sciences, Comenius University, Bratislava. An important feature of this symposium was the high number of young participants. Three applicants were chosen to receive CASSS grants, two best posters of young scientists were awarded by book vouchers from CHROMATOGRAPHIA and two best lectures of young scientists were awarded by free attendance at 25th ISSS 2019, Łódź, Poland, from CEGSS. 

The financial and material assistance of all the sponsors, especially of Pragolab Company, allowed low symposium fee and extended social program, thus ensuring the success of this event.
The Editorial of the symposium was written by Milan Hutta and Dušan Berek and was published in Chromatographia (2019) 82:723 (https://doi.org/10.1007/s10337-019-03711-2).

25th ISSS’2019 
An informative presentation on the 25th ISSS’2019 symposium from Łódź was given by Joanna Kałużna-Czaplińska, the symposium chairman: (i) about 170 participants from 19 countries, 10 sponsors/exhibitors and 3 Media Partners are present; (ii) the scientific program consists in 74 podium presentations (8 plenaries, 13 keynotes, 45 oral presentations, and 8 flash talks) and 73 posters of participants from academic and research institutions; (iii) the contributions are published in the Book of Abstracts (190 pages) edited by Joanna Kałużna-Czaplińska and Rafał Głowacki by means of the Piktor Professional Printing Łódź (ISBN: 978-83-955239-0-8); (iv) this book contains briefly in preamble the biographies and the achievements of four Polish Professors died this year (Jacek Namieśnik, Roman Kaliszan, Adam Grochowalski, Tadeusz Paryjczak); (v) the best two Posters and two Flash Talks will be awarded with the First and the Second Prize respectively after the review by the Scientific Committee; (vi) all participants can vote for one poster and that with the highest vote number will receive the Audience Prize.

9.
Free topics / Discussion 
(i) B. Buszewski shows that now CEGSS has 11 member countries and suggests to the Steering Committee to consider Bulgaria and Montenegro as new possible members to be affiliated to CEGSS. He suggests that a letter should be addressed to the Chemical Society of Montenegro to nominate a representative.
(ii) Nomination of Michal HOLČAPEK, Pardubice University, Czechia, as the representative of the Czech Chemical Society instead of Pavel JANDERA, starting from October 2019 (official letter in Annex). 
(iii) B. Buszewski informs about the symposium in chromatography organized by him, on September 26–29, 2021, in Poland.
(iv) B. Buszewski informs about the interest expressed by Victoria Samanidou from Greece to celebrate annually chromatography through the “International Chromatography Day”, pointing this by the merit of this separation science introduced by Tsvet which became of major importance and develops continuously. An appropriate date should be December 30, the method being firstly described in 1901 at this date (https://theanalyticalscientist.com/techniques-tools/a-day-to-remember).
The Steering Committee agreed with this proposal, with the request that these meetings to promote the development of methods focused on the fundamental aspects of chromatography. Particular comments were given by Danilo Corradini, Pavel Jandera and Erwin Rosenberg. The granting of attendance certificates, special diploma and awards for the contributions to the theoretical aspects of chromatography were proposed. The date of this celebration meeting should be set flexible throughout the year for as many participants as possible. Danilo Corradini promises to propose some regulations/criteria on this topic.
(v) Erwin Rosenberg reports on the request of the Open Access journal “Separations” of the publisher MDPI (https://www.mdpi.com/journal/separations) for a more intensive collaboration with the CEGSS. The journal “Separations” has in the past sponsored poster prizes at e.g. the ISSS 2017 symposium, and is interested in doing so also in the future in exchange for appropriate visibility as a partner at the ISSS meetings and at the CEGSS website.
